It is IOT’s responsibility to ensure that all wireless implementations meet state security standards and technological architecture.  All agencies will follow the implementation guidelines and procedures outlined in the “Wireless Network Implementation Guidelines” when implementing wireless technology.  Failure to follow these guidelines could result in disconnection from the state backbone and the disabling of the wireless network.
