3. There is a no victim in this case
4.  OR There is a victim in this case and under the provision of IC 35-38-9-8 (e) the petition for expungement was forwarded to the victim and the victim has no objection to the petition. OR the State has made a good faith effort to contact the victim and the victim has not responded OR the State has made a good faith effort to contact the victim at the last known address and has not been successful.
5. Under the provision of IC 35-38-9-4 (e) if the Court finds  by clear and convincing evidence that the Petitioner has complied with the conditions of IC 35-38-9-4 and IC 35-38-9-8, the Court has the has discretion to grant this petition but is not required to do so.


	THEREFORE, the State has no statutory basis upon which to object to the filing of the Petition for Expungement under the requirements of IC 35-38-9-4 and IC 35-38-9-8 and would leave it up to the Court’s discretion to determine if the relief sought is appropriate and in the best interest of justice.
