M.O.S.T. prosecutors go beyond jurisdictional lines and work closely with law enforcement in the surrounding counties to prosecute burglary and theft cases.  M.O.S.T. is funded by a grant from the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute.  This candidate must have a Doctorate of Jurisprudence, a license to practice law in Indiana, and 2-3 years of trial experience.  The annual base salary is $ 32,000.00 per year with a schedule of 25 hours per week.  No benefits are included and applicant must be a Marion County resident.     

Tasks and Required Duties Include but are not limited to :

• Work with the assigned IMPD investigator, as well as other law enforcement officers in Marion County and the surrounding counties, to hold repeat property crime offenders accountable through investigation and aggressive prosecution • Coordinate meetings with law enforcement and prosecutors of participating counties to share information and cases • Maintains data on all cases filed and re-filed.
• Work with MCPO grants manager to submit quarterly grant reports and submit annual grant application.
• Educate neighborhood organizations and community groups about residential and business burglary prevention • Distribute marking kits to residents interested in marking their personal property • Gather detailed intelligence information about targets, reopening “cold cases” where targets were suspects in crimes; conducting surveillance activities; monitoring jail calls of targets; and interviewing targeted suspects • Provide guidance to detectives on what additional evidence needs to be gathered for successful prosecutions
