What are developmental
disabilities?

There are nearly four million Americans with
developmental disabilities. Developmental
disabilities are severe, chronic disabilities
attributable to mental and/or physical
impairment, which manifest before age 22
and are likely to continue indefinitely.

This results in substantial developmental
limitations, including: self-care, receptive
and expressive language, learning, mobility,
self-direction, capacity for independent
living, and economic self-sufficiency, as
well as the continuous need for individually
planned and coordinated services.
