Welcome and Introductions 
Ivy Tech – Bloomington Chancellor Jennie Vaughan welcomed members and guests of the Region 8 Works Council and highlighted some of the work Ivy Tech is doing in the region.
Tour of Ivy Tech – Bloomington and Presentations about CTE Programming
Kirk Barnes, Dean of the Ivy Tech – Bloomington School of Technology, led members and guests of the Works Council on a tour of the technology wing of the Ivy Tech Community College – Bloomington, and technology faculty gave presentations about their program areas.
Updates
· Todd Hurst from CELL described the services now available to the regional Works Councils. They include Landscape (data) Review; Coalition Building Training; and assistance with sector partnership development, pathway development and other needs the Works Councils might identify. 
· Christi McBride from Hoosier Hills Career Center gave an overview of plans for the CTE Summit, scheduled for April 10 at the Westgate Academy. The goal is to have about 500 students attend. A number of schools have already indicated they will be coming. The purpose is to help students understand available CTE pathways that begin in high school, continue through Ivy Tech or Vincennes and end in high-demand jobs with regional industries.
· The Region 8 Works Council will meet in French Lick. Joe Timbrook, who is making the arrangements, said the start time will need to be earlier. More information will be forthcoming.
· Kim Frazier announced that Brian Blackwell, Director of Engagement for NSWC Crane, will attend the May Works Council meeting for a presentation and discussion about ways Crane might partner with the Works Council.
· There was discussion about why the Region 8 Works Council failed to win a second-round innovation grant. Christi McBride pointed out that Region 8 is the only one in the state that has not received any funding from either round. David St. John reminded everyone to hold onto the vision, and other funding opportunities may present themselves. There are a number of significant initiatives aligned with the Works Council’s goals, including those of the Southwest Central Indiana Regional Plan. So the Works Council is encouaged to stay the course.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]David St. John announced the good news that the Region 8 Works Council is the first in the state to receive the strategic planning implementation grant of $75,000. So work will proceed to identify more industry partnerships and establish the position of a regional CTE counseling services coordinator.
