I. Chris Lowery called the meeting to order and welcomed attendees

III. Minutes from February 28 meeting reviewed and approved.

IV. Region 9 responses to the Council questions were reviewed. The sub-group’s goal was to review and summarize our responses and identify themes to assist in the creation of the overall guide or model.  Members were asked to review the responses and ensure that nothing is missing.  If anything is missing, please make Sue Smith or Jan Holm aware.  The content of our responses to the questions will be important when we confirm the information for the grant applicants.  

At the state level, Dana indicated that there were 5-6 common themes that emerged from the councils and that those themes and recommendations would be posted to the state’s web site.  Dana will notify the council when that happens.  The request was also made the state include those suggestions or ideas that were unique in nature and did not appear across the regions.  Summarizing by the state is a good idea, but we don’t want to lose those “out of the box” ideas, or items that may be unique due to the flavor of a particular region. 

The certifications were reviewed and it appears that the list does not cover all pathways, and we need to identify a certification for every pathway.  Consideration should also be given to the DOE list when identifying the certifications for each pathway. We will need to complete some additional work on our list of certifications.  Confirming the actual certification, the required competencies for that certification and the degree or education that is required to take the test and receive the certification.  Perhaps we could start with one category and do it well and then go from there.  The council could consider utilizing an intern under the direction of a council member to assist in the endeavor.  Council members should consider if they are the person to provide that guidance. Dana indicated that some of the councils may utilize grant awareness funds to create an electronic database or listing of certifications within their region for employers to access.  



V. Steve Mackey reviewed the content of the Awareness Grant application.  The upcoming grant applications will be due to the state by May 14 or 15th so we will want to let applicants know we will need their information by approximately April 30th or so.  

VI. Jan Holm reviewed the Employer/Educator alignment model.  The model was very comprehensive with a great deal of good content for review. Chris requested we each take some additional time to review it prior to our next meeting and plan to share feedback in our April meeting.  This model is a tool we can all use in our committees and across the board so it is very important.
