Region 5 Works Council Meeting Minutes
October 28, 2013, 12:00 noon to 2:00 pm

All members attended except for Scott Bess, Cynthia Frey and Dave Tucker, who were unable to be present.
The Region 5 Works Council Bylaws were approved unanimously following a motion from Jay Ricker and a second by Robert Taylor.
Jacquelyn Dowd and Marie Mackintosh from the Center for Education and Career Innovation gave a presentation on the overall mission and priorities for the Works Councils in the coming months, including multiple perspectives on the challenges, opportunities and some potential approaches to the work.
Both during and after the presentation, the Council discussed (preliminarily and in brief) various aspects of the challenge; the state of the current educational and workforce systems, including both CTE and post-secondary providers; the developing state of employer needs for employee success in the work of the present and future; the fast changing nature of the requirements for such work; the state of available information about some of the CTE offerings and results and some of the other provider programmatic offerings; and various trends that should be considered in improving the effectiveness of an overall framework that provides students opportunity for education that prepares the student for success in available employment contexts now and in the future.
