The Council reviewed the minutes from the October 18th and October 28th meeting.

Brainpower Task Force / Jim Heck:
Jim Heck gave a presentation on the Brainpower Task Force.  Brainpower is a sub-committee of the I-69 Consortium with a goal to increase the regions Innovation Index score by 20% by year 2025.  Brainpower strategies include to develop combined strategy between industry and academia to funnel students into available jobs; develop a regional strategy around STEM; create incentives for employers to connect with students while still in college; target unemployed/underemployed adult population to pursue associate degrees and/or certificate programs; move Associate Degree graduates to Bachelor degrees.  Jim mentioned a few up-coming events including a Problem Solving Contest on April 4, 2014 at Oakland City University for student teams to tackle real-life issues faced by actual industries in hands-on and paper and pencil challenges; Career and Technical Education Videos to market to students and parents; and The Tour of Opportunity in the Fall of 2014 for businesses to open their doors to the public in a “parade of homes” style event.

Nominations for Secretary and Vice Chair:
The Council made their selection for Secretary and Vice Chair on a secret ballot.  Ballots were collected and tallied.  There was a unanimous vote for Matt Weinzapfel for Vice Chair and a majority vote for Dan Ulrich for Secretary.  Matt Weinzapfel and Dan Ulrich accepted the positions.

Review of the Regional Summaries:
The Council reviewed and discussed the Analysis and Next Steps from the Regional Summary.  The next steps include; Conexus expansion, conversations with industry leaders to discuss local needs, middle school career exploration, and shortage in manufacturing and logistics workforce.




Sue Habig mentioned the EcO15 initiative in Columbus, IN.  The Council decided to visit John Burnett to discuss best practices.  Jim Heck was asked to coordinate the visit for January 2014.

Sue Habig mentioned the joint Works Council meeting on Thursday, December 19 at 9:30am ET in Indianapolis.  This meeting will be a collaboration of all regional Works Councils to discuss information the Career Council needs for their report due in June, information on CTE funds for developing pathways, approved certifications, and the Governor’s education roadmap.
