Fan Friendly Amenities of the Lucas Oil Stadium (LOS)
Based upon experience and research of other stadium and NFL facilities, Lucas Oil Stadium (LOS) -- a multi-purpose Stadium -- will contain fan-friendly elements that have been incorporated in the following areas:
Design
· Large spacious concourses that are flooded with natural light at day and well lit at night.   RCA Dome typical concourse width is 15’.  A typical LOS concourse width is 30’.  Additionally large exterior plazas for fan and family activities at all four sides of the LOS.

· A fully accessible experience has been created from the time the Stadium is entered.
· Indiana themed sports displays throughout the concourses.

· Outdoor terraces to view downtown and other scenery from the Stadium.

· Large Colts Store that allows access from the main concourse and from the Street.

· Food courts at corners of the street concourse.
Operational
· 14 escalators and 13 elevators (11 are passenger) arranged for great circulation flow throughout all of the LOS.  Passenger elevators have glass backs with views out of the Stadium. 

· Two ramps that are meet ADA (American Disability Act) code provide fan access and exit from all Stadium levels and eight large exit stairs in the facility.

· Two sets of exit stairs at each of the four corners of LOS.
· Added restroom capacities and fixture counts for both men and women at all levels.  665 fixtures at the RCA Dome compared to 1,200 toilet fixtures and 700 urinals at the LOS.
· Family accessible restrooms in all quadrants of all public levels in the Stadium.

· Approximately 45,000 square feet of exhibit space and 12 meeting rooms that may be used for pre or post-game hospitality. 

· Accessible seating is distributed throughout the LOS at all levels.

· LOS will be built with more leg room and seat room than the RCA Dome.  The seat median width is wider than any other NFL stadium and every seat is an individual seat.  There are no bench seats.
· In conclusion, LOS will have wider seating, better access and more vertical transportation than any other NFL stadium built to date. 
Users/Tenants 
· More diverse food variety and fresher food choices at LOS levels. 30 concession stands and 50 portables at the RCA Dome 58 concession stands at 90 portables at the LOS.
· Large video replay boards at two diagonal corners that are three times the size and of a higher resolution than the current RCA Dome video boards. Also linear message boards in the seating bowl for fan enjoyment and information.
· Guest services distributed throughout the LOS.

· Party platforms for fan activities at the street level north and south concourses and the north terrace level by the large operable window.

· Larger seats and more legroom than the RCA Dome. No bleacher seats in the upper deck like the RCA Dome.

· Operable roof and operable north window for fan enjoyment.
· Large Colts Store provides convenient access to souvenirs for the fans.
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
