HANCOCK COUNTY AUDITOR JOINS ISCBA BOARD

INDIANAPOLIS – Linda J. Grass of Greenfield, now in her first year as Hancock County auditor, has been appointed by Governor Mitch Daniels to a one-year term on the board of directors of the Indiana Stadium and Convention Building Authority (ISCBA).  

She succeeds Patrick A. Sherman, CPA, of Greenwood, who completes his year as a board director.   The new appointment is effective June 29. 

The ISCBA, a state agency, is responsible for construction of the new Lucas Oil Stadium and expansion of the Indiana Convention Center in downtown Indianapolis. 

The statute creating the authority stipulates that one member be nominated each year by one of the counties contiguous to Marion County that adopted ordinances allowing food and beverage taxes to be diverted to the two projects.  The Governor then makes the final selection.  The counties are taken in the order in which they produce tax revenue for the project.  To date, representatives of Hamilton, Hendricks and Johnson counties have served on the board, in that order. 

“We appreciate Mr. Sherman’s service and the financial expertise he brought to our board,” said David R. Frick, the ISCBA chairman.  “We also welcome Ms. Grass as a new board member.”
Grass previously served as Hancock County clerk from 1999 through 2007 and was president of the Indiana Clerk’s Association in 2006.  She was named Indiana Clerk of the Year in 2002 and was the Association of Indiana Counties Clerk of the Year in 2006.
