LAST IN SERIES OF M/WBE TRAINING WORKSHOPS 

SCHEDULED BY ISCBA MARCH 26 IN INDIANAPOLIS 

INDIANAPOLIS – The last in a five-part series of workshops to assist minority and women-owned contractors seeking work on public construction projects is scheduled for Wednesday, March 26, in Indianapolis. 

The four-hour session is free and open to persons interested in improving their skills to work on such public projects as the expansion of the Indiana Convention Center, which will get under way later this year. “Our goal at the Lucas Oil Stadium project has been to have 15 percent of the work performed by minority companies and 5 percent by women-owned firms,” said John P. Klipsch, executive director of ISCBA.  “We have the same objectives for the Indiana Convention Center expansion.” 

Klipsch said the workshop sessions to date have been very helpful in positioning minority and women-owned companies to compete successfully for public construction work in recent months.  

Earlier workshops were conducted on October 30, Basic business setup and refinement; November 27, Construction industry overview; January 22, Risk management; and February 21, Safety management.  

Construction of the Convention Center expansion will begin during the summer of 2008 upon demolition of the RCA Dome. 
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
