THIRD IN SERIES OF M/WBE TRAINING WORKSHOPS 

SCHEDULED BY ISCBA FOR JANUARY 22  
INDIANAPOLIS – A Business Enhancement Workshop to provide training for minority and women-owned (M/WBE) contractors in public construction projects is scheduled for Tuesday, January 22, in Indianapolis.  It will be the third in a five-part series conducted by the Indiana Stadium and Convention Building Authority (ISCBA).

The four-hour workshop is free and open to persons interested in enhancing their skills to bid for work on such public projects as the expansion of the Indiana Convention Center.  The January 22 session, from 8 a.m. to 12 noon, will focus on managing risk in a construction project.  The presenters will focus on Finance, Bonding and Insurance, Arbitration and Litigation.  The workshop will be held in Conference Room C at the Indiana Government Center, 402 West Washington Street.  

All sessions are being conducted in partnership with the Indiana Construction Roundtable, which launched its diversity initiative last summer.  Workshop “champions” include Engaging Solutions, LLC, Meetings Designed Wright, LLC and REI Construction, LLC.

“These sessions are designed to equip minority and women-owned companies to compete more successfully, especially on such public projects as the Convention Center expansion,” said ISCBA executive director John P. Klipsch.  “Our project goals are to award contracts to 15 percent MBE and 5 percent WBE -- the same as our goals at Lucas Oil Stadium.”
