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LUCAS OIL STADIUM ROOF TO CLOSE DURING WEEK OF APRIL 21
The process of closing the retractable roof of Lucas Oil Stadium for the first time will commence on April 21, according to the Indiana Stadium and Convention Building Authority.  The process will start with several days of testing of the West retractable roof panel, prior to actually moving the panel to the closed position.  During the testing process, with the panel in its current (open) position, there will be several short distance (1 ft. – 2 ft.) moves of the panel. 
When the West retractable roof panel is moved to the closed position, it will be done at the system’s slowest possible speed, not at the speed at which it will ultimately operate.  After closure of the West panel is completed, a similar process will be followed for the East panel.

The first of its kind “SuperFrame Structural Roof System” has two long, narrow moving panels that are supported on five rails.  These panels “stack” over the building and do not overhang or overshadow the building’s façade.  The unique system has a gabled roof, with the peak running north/south down the center of the event level/field.  It has an opening area of 176,400 square feet (300 feet east/west by 588 feet north/south.)  When fully operational, it is expected to open or close in 9 – 11 minutes.
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
