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JOHNSON COUNTY MAN JOINS STADIUM AUTHORITY BOARD 

INDIANAPOLIS – Patrick A. Sherman, CPA, a principal in the accounting and financial planning firm of Sherman & Armbruster in Greenwood, has been appointed by Governor Mitch Daniels to a one-year term on the board of directors of the Indiana Stadium and Convention Building Authority (ISCBA).

The state agency is responsible for construction of the new Lucas Oil Stadium and expansion of the Convention Center in downtown Indianapolis.  

The statute creating the Authority stipulates that three persons are to be nominated each year by one of the counties contiguous to Marion County that adopted ordinances allowing food and beverage taxes to be diverted to the project.  The Governor then makes the final selection.  The counties are taken in the order in which they produce tax revenue for the project.
Sherman, representing Johnson County, succeeds Plainfield’s C. Lane Slaughter, whose one-year term as a Hendricks County representative on the board expired at the end of July.  

The state law provided that county representatives be nominated for board membership in the order that the counties contribute revenue to the project.  Dr. Meredith L. Carter of Hamilton was the first to serve in that role for the 2005-2006 term, with Slaughter succeeding him in 2006-2007.
“We greatly appreciate Mr. Slaughter’s dedicated service and insights he brought to the board,” said David R. Frick, the ISCBA chairman.  “We now welcome Mr. Sherman, whose expertise in accounting matters should be of great benefit to us in fulfilling our fiscal responsibilities.”

The new stadium is scheduled to be completed in time for the opening of the Colts football season in August 2008.  Upon its completion, the RCA Dome will be torn down to accommodate a major addition to the Convention Center that is targeted for a 2010 completion.  
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
