Meeting was called to order by Chairman Bob Eddleman at 9:04 AM. SSCB members in 
attendance were: Warren Baird, Nola Gentry, Bill Mann, Robert Eddleman, Larry Clemens, 
and Jim Cherry, with introductions given for all guests in attendance.   
 

II. Draft Minutes of November 2006  
 

Minutes were approved as distributed (Mann/Gentry). 
 
Andy Miller, ISDA, spoke on Governor’s budget and upcoming State of the State presentation, 
esp. as it relates to soil and water conservation. State expects 4.5% growth for the state, so 
will be capping State budget increases at 4%. Education and Health Care are two largest 
concerns for Indiana, so increases to other concerns could be tight.  Soil conservation 
programs may be given a proposed $2.5 million increase for next budget, mainly to pursue 
federal matching dollars in conservation programs.  
 
The challenge to Governor and Conservation Partners will be to promote the need for the 
requested conservation funding increases.  Several crucial basic principals for the use of 
these funds will be to 1.) lead with innovative programs and additional funding sources, 2.) 
create innovative programs are well designed and used, and 3.) insure that all funds utilized 
show that those funds are producing the conservation benefits promised to funding sources. 
Emphasis on performance will be on showing how State programs bring in additional federal 
dollars and how programs address soil erosion, water quality and nutrient loading concerns.

Chairman Ray Chattin presented comments from the Knox SWCD suggesting that the SSCB 
reconsider their current position on its use. Knox SWCD’s view is that it serves as a tool to 
keep an agricultural base in effect on local Districts, and potentially weakens the overall 
Conservation Partnership.
