l. Introduction
A. Purpose

The Indiana State Department of Health (ISDH) Division of HIVV/STD/Viral Hepatitis
Prevention Program is issuing this competitive Request for Proposals (RFP) for HIV
Prevention Services to support highly targeted and evidence-based HIV prevention
services. Through this RFP, the ISDH intends to support a variety of targeted
interventions that will have a measurable impact on reducing HIV. Interventions will
link prevention programming to specific at-risk populations through epidemiological
analysis and result in a high degree of effectiveness and efficiency in the delivery of
prevention services.

The Indiana HIV Prevention Community Planning Group collaborated with the ISDH
to produce the Indiana 2008-2010 Statewide HIV Prevention Plan which (1)
identifies priority populations to be targeted in Indiana’s HIV prevention
programming and (2) recommends prevention strategies or interventions believed to
be effective and appropriate for the prioritized populations. The Plan is intended to
guide statewide efforts in the assessment, implementation, and evaluation of HIV
prevention services and is available at http://www.in.gov/isdh/23725.htm.

B. Available Funds and Grant Period

The ISDH expects to award at least $1 million in grants through this application
process. 12-month contracts will be issued to organizations that successfully compete
for grants.

C. Applicant Eligibility

D. Eligible Interventions
The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) requires the ISDH to

implement a comprehensive HIV prevention program. The following activities are
eligible interventions for funding:
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1. HIV prevention counseling, testing, and referral services (CTR)

a. All testing interventions will include counseling, testing, and referral services.
b. Rapid testing will occur primarily in out-of-office settings so that HIV,
Hepatitis, and STD testing may be encouraged during in-office interventions.

I. Out-of-office settings include commercial sex worker, bath house, bar,
correctional facility, and emergency departments
