Data & Surveillance- Report given by Marc Rosenman- Finishing up on the Asthma Burden Repor which should be done by the end of January. The group will focus on BRFSS Data and Callback survey in 2008.
Public Education- Report given by Trisha Dane- Most of the print materials from the Media campaign has arrived. Hoosier Healthwise partners will be delivering to doctor offices in the targeted counties 
Blackford, Delaware, Fulton, Grant, Huntington, Jay, Jefferson, Lake, Lawrence, Marion, Switzerland, Vigo, Wabash and Wells, St. Joseph, Vanderburgh and Allen County.  We will also be sending these materials to the libraries in the same counties. The Workgroup will discuss other distribution resources at their next meeting on January 18th.
