· Presentation- MDwise Healthy Hoops -by Kelly Henderson, MDwise, Director of Pharmacy Services.  

Healthy Hoops is an asthma management and education program that MDwise would like to do in the State of Indiana.  It works off of a basketball platform and uses the event to screen and educate children, their parents/guardians and the community about asthma, exercise and nutrition.  The model is an NCQA approved model.  The first meeting for this MDwise sponsored program is scheduled for March 2009.  If you are interested in participating, please contact Kelly at khenderson@mdwise.org. · Marcie Memmer -ISDH Update  

1. Marcie has transferred to the Nutrition and Physical Activity area at ISDH. Efforts are underway to replace Marcie’s position with the Asthma Department. 
2. InJAC website project had a delay, but is once again moving forward. The individual, Tom Russell, who was working on the website passed away unexpectedly. Marcie will stay on this project until it is completed.  
3. Competitive grants for asthma program, new funding opportunity for all states upcoming this spring
4. Revision of the State Asthma Plan. Trisha met with Public Education workgroup, Hesam will be meeting with Data and Surveillance and the Environmental Quality workgroups. Hesam and Dr. Ganser will meet with the Health Provider Workgroup, and Trisha will meet with Children and Youth. These meetings will determine which goals have been completed and which ones still need to be completed. This process must be completed by February. 
5. Survey of new burden report and partnerships- assess who our partners are and what can be contributed from our partners. Scheduled for August 09.
6. Black Expo- ISDH and InJAC always partner with the Asthma Alliance to participate in this event. The group needs to consider if this is something they really want to continue. It is better for us to be there but we have had difficulty staffing the shifts and getting the volunteers to show up. Please put it on your calendar that the Black Expo is next July and let know Robin Costley or Trisha Dane if you are available.
Committee Updates
Data & Surveillance- Will start working on 2009 BRFSS data starting in January. Report given by Linda Stemnock- Asthma Call-back survey is up to 7500. Due to increased funding, will be adding more surveys. This information serves as a basis for burden reports. The group has been asked to do a follow-up to the survey that was done in 2006. This is giving us good information about the people in the State on how they are managing their asthma condition. 
Public Education- Report given by Trisha Dane- Going through the State Plan to evaluate what was done and what still needs to be worked on. Media campaign is complete; we do have extra posters and bookmarks if anyone is interested.
Children & Youth – Report given by Julie Slavens- Phyllis Lewis received funding from the school system to look at asthma data in 50 Indiana schools. The 50 highest school corps will be surveyed. Attending Parent Center Leadership Academy in the spring to talk about Asthma. 2 pilot projects: Vigo Vanderburg County School Based Initiates with School Nurses- partnership to get communication flowing between school and primary care providers. MCHD-Emergency Asthma Supplies for Nurses-Nurses know what to do but they have no stock. Will be working to get them asthma medications and epi-pens.  Trisha Dane-finalized program content for Child Care Provider training project, Web training on hold until the InJAC Website is completed. They have started the process for print materials. Coaches Clipboard project is on target and waiting for materials. 
Environmental Quality- Report given by Janet McCabe- Ingrid Ritchie has resigned as Chair, they are looking for a replacement or alternative method of governing. Following up with Builders Survey, next will go through state plan to see what still needs to be done. Previous discussions on policy include funding for public transportation, smoke free air legislation and outdoor air pollution. Want to look at air quality of schools, both indoor and outdoor.
Health Care Providers- Report given by Dr. Frederick Leickly. Long versions have been shortened to 6-8 slides per section. Logistics haven’t been worked out yet. Fine tuning and still need to do evaluation, learning objectives and learning points. Group is meeting in January to review slides.
