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Curt Gassert Named Director of the IURC’s Water/Sewer Division 
INDIANAPOLIS – The Indiana Utility Regulatory Commission (IURC) recently promoted Curt Gassert to Director of the Water/Sewer Division from his former position as Assistant Director. 
     Before joining the Commission in 2006, Gassert worked as senior manager for a public accounting firm in Indianapolis where he oversaw utility rate and cost of service study engagements. In this position, he frequently worked with both the IURC and Office of Utility Consumer Counselor (OUCC). Curt reviewed financial exhibits and helped implement rate increases once they were approved.

     Gassert’s experience with utilities, however, extends much further. In 1993, Gassert joined the OUCC as a principal accountant, performing rate studies on electric, natural gas, water and sewer utilities. After five years with the OUCC, he accepted a position with a water company where he worked as an internal auditor. After the OUCC was reorganized, he then returned as Director of the Rates/Water/Sewer Division. In this position, Gassert was in charge of all regulatory matters for IURC-regulated water and wastewater utilities operating in Indiana. He provided technical review of all testimony and financial exhibits submitted to the IURC and led settlement negotiations with utility representatives. 
     As Director of the Water/Sewer Division for the IURC, Gassert will use his expertise to monitor and evaluate regulatory and policy initiatives that affect the water and wastewater industries and advise the Commission on technical matters. These technical matters often involve issues related to utility rate increase requests. 

     Gassert is a CPA who graduated from Indiana University in 1989 with a Bachelor of Science degree in accounting. He is replacing Jerry Webb, who has since been named Director of Project Management Oversight for the IURC.

     The Commission is a fact-finding body that hears evidence in cases filed before it and makes decisions based on the evidence presented in those cases. An advocate of neither the public nor the utilities, the IURC is required by state statute to make decisions that balance the interests of all parties to ensure the utilities provide adequate and reliable service at reasonable prices.
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
