Pursuant to Indiana Code § 8-1.5-3-8.3(c), Petitioner, the Town of Fremont,
Indiana, by counsel, respectfully requests the Director of the Water and Wastewater
Division of the Indiana Utility Regulatory Commission (“Commission”) to approve the
rate and charge difference between property within and property outside the corporate
boundaries of the Town of Fremont, indiana. In support of its request, the Town of
Fremont states:
1. The ordinance setting rates and charges for property within and property
outside the municipality’s corporate boundaries took effect on March 1,
2012. |

2. Attached as “Exhibit A" is a copy of the Ordinance No. 2012-01
(“Ordinance”). The Ordinance amended Ordinance No. 81-217, as

amended, that ordinance and its amendments are attached as “Exhibit B.”

3. The works that is the subject of the Ordinance is a:
a. Water utility works
b. Wastewater utility works X

c. Both water and wastewater utility works



4, The percentage difference between the rates and charges imposed on
users of the works for service to property located outside the corporate
boundaries of the municipality and to property located within the corporate
boundaries is Fifty percent (50%).
5. The percentage difference referenced in paragraph 4 does not vary based
upon the amount of consumption.
6. The Town of Fremont considers Indiana Code § 8-1.5-3-8.3(c), among
other statutes, to be applicablie to the relief requested by this Petition.
7. Joshua A. Burkhardt and Kurt R. Bachman with the law firm of Beers
Maliers Backs & Salin LLP are counsel of record for the Petitioner in this matter
and are duly authorized to accept service of papers in this cause on behalf of the
Petitioner.

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Fremont, Indiana, is duly constituted to
provide and maintain g sewage works system inside and outside the Town of Fremont, Indiana, and
is anthorized to fix, alter, charge, and collect reasonable and just rates and other charges in the-area
served or to be served by the sewage works, either directly or indirectly; and .

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Fremont, Indiana, has determined that it is
necessary to amend the current schedule of sewer rates and other charges for the use of the sewage
works of said Town to' maintain the sewage works in & sound physical and finencial condition
necessary to render adequate and efficient service; and

An Ordinance regulating the conngction and use of public and private sewers and drains, the
installation and connection of building sewers, and the discharge of waters and wastes into the .
sewerage systemn of the Town of Fremont, Indiana, providing for' the ragistration of and the
metering of private wells, providing penalties for violations thereof and other matters pertaining
thereto, providing for the establighing of new sewer charges and fees for the use and service of the

sewerage works.

WHEREAS, in order for the Town of Fremont and its cltdzens, businesses and industries
not to unduty pollute any streams, or the swbsurface ground waters in Fremont or its environs, it is
necessary for the Town to maintain g sewerage system and a plant for the treatment of sewage and
to adapt and to enforce regulations relnting io such system and the use thereof by persons,
businesses and industries interconnscted with such systems, and for the Town to impose fees and
charges for the vwse of such systems so as to defray the costs and expenses thereof and to comply
with applicable state and federal regulations and laws;

WHEREAS, the Town of Fremont has rcquest'ed that a rate study for the Fromont
Municipal Sewage Works be made, .and has received the results of such study;

WHEREAS, the aforementioned study proposes various rate changes as well as the
implementation of different rates for various classes of eustomers;

WHEREAS, said rates are necessary to defray incrensed costs and o pay debt service on
the sewage works’ proposed band issue;

The Town Council of the Town of Fremont, Indiana, therefore ordaing that Ordinance §1-
217, and any amendments thereof, bs amended in the following particulars:

Sec, 1. That Section L.1,48 “Sewer Charge Classes” sitall be added 1o read as foliows;

1.1.48.1 “Sewnge Charge Classes” « All users of the system shall pay a bill calculated on rates
and charges that are based on one of three sewage charge classes, These classes arg defined as

follow:

Residentinl users are defined i 1,1.7.1 of this Qrdinance.

1,1,48.3 ¢ wo' » Class Two rates and charges shall be billed to all non-residential users that
are not being billed Class Three rates and charges.

1.1.48.4 “Class Three” - Class Three rates and charges shall be epplied to the readings of any
individual meter (or at the disoretion of the Town Council any combination of individual meters

Customors who are charged
the fiat monthly tate may install, gt the customer's expense, an approved mster for purposes of
regording water consumption and/or sewage flow. Noneresidential customers who arc being
charged the flat rate may, at the Town Council's diseretion, be required 1o install an approved
raeter, Upon installation of an approved metet, & customer’s montlily sewage bill shall be
oaloulated according 1o the above motered schedule of rates and charges.

Seo. 3. In all other raspects said Ordinance 81-217 and any amendments thoreof ar
ratified and confirmed. This Ordinance expressly repeals Ordinance 88-04 and Ordinance 22-94.

Sec. 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon passage.

AN ORDINANCE CORRECTING A SCRIVENER’S ERROR

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Fremont, Indiana, is duly constituted to
provide and maintain a sewage works system inside and outside the Town of Fremont, Indiana, and
is authorized to fix, alter, charge, and collect reasonable and just rates and other charges in the area
served or to be served by the sewage works, either directly or indirectly; and

necessary to amend the current schedule of sewer rates and other charges for the use of the sewage
works of said Town to maintain the sewage works in a sound physical and financial condition
necessary to render adequate and efficient service; and :

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Fremont, Indiana, passed Ordinance 8§1-217
establishing rates and charges for use of the Town sewage works system and now desires to amend
the rates and charges established by said Ordinance 81-217, as amended, to maintain the sewage
works on a sound physical and financial condition necessary to render adequate and efficient service;
