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Order

Appellee James M. Sweeney and others have filed a “Motion to Consolidate,” and
Appellant, Gregory Zoeller, has filed a response. The motion seeks consolidation of Zoeller v.
Sweeney with Zoeller v. United Steel, which are appeals from separate trial court orders declaring

Indiana’s “Right to Work™ law unconstitutional. Sweeney, however, is fully briefed and that appeal

is presently set for oral argument next week, but no briefs have been filed yet in United Steel.

The Court has discussed the matter at conference, and DENIES the motion to consolidate.

The oral argument in Zoeller v. Sweeney will proceed as scheduled on September 4, 2014, at 9:00

a.m.
