(1) Notice of Appeal. An original and one (1) copy of the Notice of Appeal. 

(2)  Appearances.  An original and one (1) copy of any appearance. 

(3) Motions. 

(a) An original and one (1) copy of a motion for extension of time, a motion 

to withdraw the record, a motion to withdraw appearance, and a motion to 

file an oversize document.  

(b) An original and five (5) copies of all other motions and supporting 

documents, of all responses and supporting documents, and of all replies 

and supporting documents.  

(4) Briefs, Addenda to Briefs, Petitions, Additional Authorities. An original and eight 

(8) copies of all briefs, Addenda to Briefs, Petitions to Transfer, Petitions for 

Rehearing, Petitions for Review and notices of additional authorities. 

(5) Authorization or Affidavit In Forma Pauperis Proceedings. An original and (1) 

copy of the trial court authorization to proceed in forma pauperis, or an affidavit 

that the party was permitted to proceed in forma pauperis in the trial court. See 

Rule 40. 

(6) Appendices. One (1) copy of any Appendix. See Rule 50.… 

(7) Notices by the trial court clerk or Administrative Agency.  One (1) original of the 

Notice of Completion of Clerk's Record and Notice of Completion of Transcript.

(8) Acknowledgement of Oral Argument.  An original and (1) copy of any 

acknowledgment of the order setting oral argument.  See Rule 52(C).
