Purpose and Availability of Funds 
With funds provided by the Indiana General Assembly, the Indiana Supreme Court and the Indiana Judicial Center are accepting grant applications to provide financial assistance to veterans courts established pursuant to IC 33-23-16. 
Eligible Entities 

The grant application is open to all certified veterans courts and courts in the planning stages that have submitted a letter of intent to establish a certified veterans court to the Indiana Judical Center by December 11, 2015.
Application Procedures and Funding Considerations
Applicants must provide a description of the veterans court operations or proposed operations and a detailed budget of how the funds will be used. Match funds are not required. Applications must be submitted electronically to the Indiana Judicial Center by by 6:00 pm EST on Friday, December 11, 2015. 
Priority consideration will be given to the following: 

· Applicants proposing to establish a certified veterans court within a judicial district that does not currently operate a certified veterans court. For a list of judicial districts, visit http://www.in.gov/judiciary/3906.htm  For a list of certified veterans courts, visit http://www.in.gov/judiciary/pscourts/files/pscourts-psc-directory.pdf
· Applicants proposing to increase the capacity and enrollment of an existing certified veterans court, which may include accepting referrals from other counties within the court’s judicial district (if applicable). 
· Applicants (and team members) who commit to attending the Justice for Vets Veterans Treatment Court Planning Initiative (VTCPI) hosted by the Indiana Judicial Center on April 20-22, 2016, in Indianapolis. There is no registration fee to attend the training; however, applicants may be required to cover the cost of travel  expenses. Operational veterans courts that have not previously attended VTCPI are eligible and encouraged to attend. For additional information about the VTCPI, visit http://www.justiceforvets.org/2015-vtcpi.

Award decisions will be made based upon the above priorities and the applicant’s ability to demonstrate need. Award amounts may be increased or decreased depending on the number of applicants and the amount of funds requested. Courts that receive an amended award amount must submit a revised budget to the Indiana Judicial Center prior to receiving funds. 

Award Period and Reporting Requirements 

Grant funds will be awarded for a 12-month budget cycle beginning on or about January 1, 2016. Grant recipients must submit a quarterly narrative and budget report to the Indiana Judicial Center. Recipients may be asked to submit additional information to the Indiana Judicial Center in between reporting periods. 
Allowable Costs 

Courts may submit applications for costs related to:

· personnel

· incentives

· mentor services 
· chemical testing 

· monitoring devices

· evaluation expenses

· participant transportation

Other requests may be considered depending on fund availability.There is no limit to the amount of funds an applicant may request, but the applicant must clearly justify the request to be considered for funding.
