I move that House Bill  1100 be amended to read as follows:

Page 1, after line 3, insert:1
"Chapter 25.  Drugs:  Ephedrine Products2
Sec. 1.  As used in this chapter, "ephedrine" means the3

following:4
(1) Ephedrine.5
(2) A salt of ephedrine.6

Sec. 2.  Except as provided in section 3 of this chapter, a7
product that contains ephedrine as its only active ingredient may8
only be dispensed with a prescription from a licensed physician or9
an advanced practice nurse authorized to prescribe legend drugs10
under IC 25-23-1-19.5.11

Sec. 3.  Except as provided in section 4 of this chapter, a12
product that contains ephedrine may be sold without a prescription13
if the product meets the following requirements:14

(1)  The product may be sold over the counter without a15
prescription under the federal Food, Drug, and16
Cosmetic Act. 17

(2)  The product is labeled and marketed in a manner18
consistent with the pertinent Over the Counter (OTC)19
Tentative Final or Final Monograph.20

(3) The product is manufactured and distributed for21
medical use in a manner that reduces the likelihood of22
abuse.23

Sec. 4.  (a) A product that contains ephedrine may not be24
marketed, advertised, or labeled for indications of stimulation,25
mental alertness, weight loss, appetite control, or energy.26

(b)  To determine compliance with this section, the Indiana27
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board of pharmacy may consider the following factors:1
(1)   The packaging of the product.2
(2)   The name and labeling of the product.3

  (3) The manner of distribution, advertising, and4
promotion of the product.5

(4) Verbal representations made concerning the product.6
(5) The duration, scope, and significance of abuse or7

misuse of the particular product. "8
