Synopsis: Selling insurance without state authorization. Conference committee report for ESB
310. Prohibits a company from holding itself out as a company in the business of insurance in
Indiana unless the company has received a certificate of authority. Prohibits the sale, issuance,
delivery, or advertisement of any kind of insurance not specified in the certificate of authority.
Requires the insurance commissioner to impose a civil penalty on an officer or director of a
company conducting the business of insurance or holding itself out asacompany in the business
of insurance in Indiana without a certificate of authority. Establishes acriminal penalty for the
officer or director of a company conducting the business of insurance or holding itself out asa
company in the business of insurance in Indiana without a certificate of authority. This
conference committee report removes language specifying that acompany may not conduct the
business of insurance or hold itself out as a company in the business of insurance under 1C 22
or IC 27.
