SECTION 1. IC 8-1-29-1.3 IS ADDED TO THE INDIANA CODE1

"Solicit" means:2

(1) to request, other than as described in subdivision (2), directly3
or indirectly, financial assistance in any form on the4
representation that the financial assistance will be used for a5
charitable purpose; or6
(2) to sell, offer, or attempt to sell any advertisement, advertising7
space, membership, or tangible item:8

(A) in connection with which any appeal is made for any9
charitable organization or purpose;10
(B) where the name of any charitable organization is used or11
referred to in any appeal made for any charitable organization12
as an inducement or reason for making a sale described in this13
subdivision; or14
(C) when or where in connection with a sale described in this15
subdivision any statement is made that the whole or any part16
of the proceeds from the sale will be used for any charitable17
purpose or benefit any charitable organization.18

A solicitation shall be considered to have taken place whether or not19
the person making the solicitation receives any contribution.20

professional fundraiser consultant or professional solicitor for a23
charitable organization unless the person has first registered with the24
division.

(1) The names and addresses of all officers, employees, and27
agents who are actively involved in fundraising or related28
activities.29
(2) The names and addresses of all persons who own a ten percent30
(10%) or more interest in the registrant.31
(3) A description of any other business related to fundraising32
conducted by the registrant or any person who owns ten percent33
(10%) or more interest.34
(4) The name or names under which it intends to solicit35
contributions.36
(5) Whether the organization has ever had its registration denied,37
suspended, revoked, or enjoined by any court or other38
governmental authority.39

(b) A registrant shall notify the division in writing within one40
hundred eighty (180) days of any change in the information contained41
in the registration. However, if requested by the division, the solicitor42
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has fifteen (15) days to notify the division of any change in the1
information.2

(c) Each registration is valid for one (1) year and may be renewed3
for additional one (1) year periods upon application to the division and4
payment of the renewal fee.5

(d) Before acting as a professional fundraiser consultant for a6
particular charitable organization, the consultant must enter into a7
written contract with the organization and file this contract with the8
division. The contract must identify the services that the professional9
fundraiser consultant is to provide, including whether the professional10
fundraiser consultant will at any time have custody of contributions.11

(e) Before a professional solicitor engages in a solicitation, the12
professional solicitor must have a contract which is filed with the13
division. This contract must specify the percentage of gross14
contributions which the charitable organization will receive or the15
terms upon which a determination can be made as to the amount of the16
gross revenue from the solicitation campaign that the charitable17
organization will receive. The amount that the charitable organization18
will receive must be expressed as a fixed percentage of the gross19
revenue or as a reasonable estimate of the gross revenue. If a fixed20
percentage is used, the percentage must exclude any amount that the21
charitable organization is to pay as expenses of the solicitation22
campaign, including the cost of the merchandise or services sold. If23
requested by the charitable organization, the person who solicits must24
at the conclusion of a charitable appeal provide to the charitable25
organization the names and addresses of all contributors, the amount26
of each contribution, and a final accounting of all expenditures. Such27
information may not be used in violation of any trade secret laws. The28
contract must disclose the average percentage of gross contributions29
collected on behalf of charitable organizations that the charitable30
organizations received from the professional solicitor for the three (3)31
years preceding the year in which the contract is formed.32

(f) Before beginning a solicitation campaign, a professional solicitor33
must file a solicitation notice with the division. The notice must include34

(A) switched by one (1) telecommunications provider to
another telecommunications provider without the customer's
authorization; or
(B) billed for services by a telecommunications provider that
without the customer's authorization added the services to the
customer's service order.

(2) A telecommunications provider that has been removed as a
customer's telecommunications provider without the customer's
authorization. or
(3) The commission on its own motion.
(4) The office of the utility consumer counselor.

A hearing held on a complaint filed under this section must be
consistent with IC 8-1-1-8.

SECTION 7. IC 8-1-29-9 IS ADDED TO THE INDIANA CODE
AS A NEW SECTION TO READ AS FOLLOWS [EFFECTIVE JULY
1, 1999]: Sec. 9. (a) If after notice and hearing the commission finds
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that a telecommunications provider has violated this chapter or
rules adopted under this chapter, the commission may impose a
civil penalty of not more than two thousand five hundred dollars
($2,500) for each offense.

(b) The secretary of the commission shall deposit civil penalties
collected under subsection (a) in the state general fund.".
