Summary of Legislation: This bill repeals the authority of the department of correction to charge a county
50% of the costs of keeping a delinquent offender committed to the department. It also makes a related
change to the community correction program.

Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

Explanation of State Expenditures: The estimated, annual DOC cost to house delinquent offenders from
counties receiving DOC financial aid is $51 M. Under this bill, DOC would annually expend an additional
$25.6 M to offset revenue currently received by counties. This amount may increase with the current growth
trend in the incarceration of juvenile offenders. The average daily population for all juvenile offenders for
FY 98 was 1,088.

Ultimately, the source of funds required to satisfy the requirements of this bill will depend upon legislative
and administrative actions.

Explanation of State Revenues:  Based on FY 98 figures, the DOC will receive approximately $25.6 M in
revenue from counties for housing delinquent offenders in FY 99. Under this bill, this county revenue would
be eliminated.

Explanation of Local Expenditures:  Statewide county expenditures for sending juvenile offenders to DOC
would be decreased by $25.6 M or more annually under this bill.
