Page 1, line 10, after "concerning" insert "the installation of".4

Page 1, line 10, after "systems" insert "in fill soil".5

Page 1, line 11, after "system" insert "in fill soil".6

Page 1, delete lines 12 through 13.7

Page 1, line 14, delete "(2)" and insert "(1) before the effective8

date of the rule,".9

Page 1, delete line 15, begin a new line block indented and insert:10

"(2) there is not an available sewer line within seven hundred11

fifty (750) feet of the property line of the affected lot; and12
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(3) the local health department determines that the soil,1

although fill soil, is suitable for the installation of a residential2

septic system.".3
