DIGEST OF INTRODUCED BILL

Citations Affected:   IC 9-20-5-9; IC 9-29-1-2; IC 9-29-6-1.

Synopsis:  Distribution of Michigan train permit fees. Provides that
fees for special weight permits are used for the maintenance and repair
of extra heavy duty highways. Establishes the extra heavy duty highway
fund to provide funds for maintenance and repair of extra heavy duty
highways. Provides that the money in the extra heavy duty highway
fund must be used according to the ratio of extra heavy duty highway
miles in a county to the total extra heavy duty highway miles in the
state. Makes a technical correction.

HOUSE BILL No. 1018

A BILL FOR AN ACT to amend the Indiana Code concerning
motor vehicles.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Indiana:

SECTION 1. IC 9-20-5-9 IS ADDED TO THE INDIANA CODE1
AS A NEW SECTION TO READ AS FOLLOWS [EFFECTIVE JULY2
1, 1999]: Sec. 9. (a) The extra heavy duty highway fund is3
established for the purpose of assisting in the payment of the4
expenses incurred for maintenance and repair on extra heavy duty5
highways. The fund shall be administered by the Indiana6
department of transportation.7

(b) Money in the extra heavy duty highway fund must be used8
for the maintenance and repair of extra heavy duty highways in9
each county according to the ratio of the actual miles, traveled and10
in use, of extra heavy duty highways in each county to the total11
mileage of extra heavy duty highways in the state. The department12
shall accurately determine the ratio annually.13

(c) Money in the extra heavy duty highway fund at the end of a14
state fiscal year does not revert to the state general fund.15

(d) The extra heavy duty highway fund consists of the following:16
(1) Fees collected for special weight permits under this17
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chapter.1
(2) Money received from any other source, including2
appropriations.3

SECTION 2. IC 9-29-1-2 IS AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS4
[EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 1999]: Sec. 2. (a) Money from the increases in5
fees levied by the 1969 regular session of the general assembly in6
IC 9-18-2, IC 9-18-5, IC 9-18-6, IC 9-18-7, IC 9-18-9, IC 9-18-10,7
IC 9-18-16, IC 9-24-3, IC 9-24-4, IC 9-24-5, IC 9-24-7, IC 9-24-8,8
IC 9-24-10, IC 9-24-11, IC 9-24-12, IC 9-24-13, IC 9-24-14, and9
IC 9-29-9-15 (IC 9-1-4 before its repeal on July 1, 1991) shall be10
deposited daily with the treasurer of state and credited to the highway,11
road, and street fund established under IC 8-14-2-2.1.12

(b) For the purpose of providing adequate and sufficient funds for13
the crossroads 2000 fund established under IC 8-14-10-9, and subject14
to subsection (c), after June 30, 1997, with the approval of the bureau15
of motor vehicles commission the bureau of motor vehicles may adopt16
rules under IC 4-22-2 to increase, by an amount that is in addition to17
the fees specified by statute, the fees under the following:18

The amount of fees increased under this section shall first be deposited38
into the crossroads 2000 fund established under IC 8-14-10-9.39

(c) The bureau's authority to adopt rules under subsection (b) is40
subject to the condition that a fee increase must be uniform through out41
all license branches and at all partial service locations in Indiana.42
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(d) Fees collected under IC 9-29-6-1 must be deposited into the1
extra heavy duty highway fund established in IC 9-20-5-9.2

SECTION 3. IC 9-29-6-1 IS AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS3
[EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 1999]: Sec. 1. (a) The Indiana department of4
transportation shall adopt rules and a schedule of permit fees for5
issuing special weight permits under IC 9-20-6 IC 9-20-5 for extra6
heavy duty highways. A fee schedule adopted under this section must7
cover the cost of administering the permit system and the full cost of8
damages to the highway facilities resulting from the operation of the9
vehicles under special highway permits. The fee schedule shall be10
reviewed periodically and amended as appropriate. A vehicle or11
combination of vehicles having a total gross weight greater than eighty12
thousand (80,000) pounds but less than one hundred thirty-four13
thousand (134,000) pounds must obtain a special weight permit for14
each trip on an extra heavy duty highway.15

(b) Fees collected under this section must be deposited into the16
extra heavy duty highway fund established in IC 9-20-5-9.17
