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Summary of Legisation: (Amended) (A) This bill establishes the Indiana Home Inspectors Licensing
Board to regulate home inspectors and associate home inspectorsin Indiana.

(B) It setsthe qualifications for licensed home inspectors and associate home inspectors.

(C) It provides that a person who performs home inspections for compensation without a license commits
aClass B infraction.

(D) It requiresthat acivil action based upon the professional servicesof alicensed homeinspector inIndiana
must be filed within two years from the date of the act or omission that is the subject of the complaint.

Effective Date: July 1, 2000; January 1, 2001.
Explanation of State Expenditures: (Revised) Provision A: The Professional Licensing Agency (PLA)

identified two cost components of this bill: the per diem and travel costs associated with the Board and
additional support staff costs.

The new board would have costs related to per diem and expenses of board members. PLA estimates these
costs to be $10,000.

The PLA would provide an executive director to the board to i ssue notices of meetings, and keep records of
meetings, votes taken by the board, and other proceedings and official acts. The agency already has an
executive director who could servein thisrole. Depending on the number of homeinspectorswho would be
licensed, the PLA may need to hire additional staff. If one additional staff person is added at the Clerical,
Office Machine Operators and Technicians (COMOT 3) level, the additional costswould be $27,767 in FY
2001 and $27,064 in FY 2002.
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Asamended, all expensesincurred in administering the board shall be paid out of the State General Fund.

It isunknown how many home inspectorsin Indianawould be licensed. However, there are 148 individuals
who havebusinessaddressesin Indianaand areenrolled aseither full membersor candidatesfor membership
of the American Society of Home Inspectors (ASHI). (ASHI is a professional organization for home
inspectors with chapters nationwide.)

Explanation of StateRevenues: (Revised) Provision A: Revenuecollected from feesremitted by licensees
and applicants are deposited in the State General Fund. To estimate the cost of a license, the following
assumptions are made: (1) there are 150 licensees statewide, and (2) the agency needs no additional staff.
The minimum cost of alicense would be $67 to recover the cost of $10,000 for board member expenses. If
a staff person is added at the COMOT 3 level, the total cost would be $250.

Provision C: A person who performs homeinspectionsfor compensation without alicense commitsaClass
B infraction. If additional court cases occur, revenue to the State General Fund may increase if infraction
judgments and court fees are collected. The maximum judgment for aClass B infraction is $1,000 whichis
deposited in the State General Fund. If court actions are filed and ajudgment is entered, a court fee of $70
would be assessed. Seventy percent of the court fee would be deposited in the State General Fund if the case
isfiled in acourt of record or 55% if the caseisfiled in acity or town court.

Explanation of Local Expenditures. Provision A: Some local governments are currently considering
licensing homeinspectors. If statelicensureoccurs, theselocal agenciescould stop licensing at thelocal level
and either terminate or reassign staff to other responsibilities.

Explanation of Local Revenues: Provision A: Some local governments are already licensing home
inspectors. If state licensure occurs, theselocal agencies could stop licensing at thelocal level and no longer
collect licensure fees.

Provision C: If additional court actions are filed and a judgments are entered, local governments would
receiverevenuefrom thefollowing sources: (1) The county general fund would receive 27% of the $70 court
fee that is assessed in a court of record. Cities and towns maintaining a law enforcement agency that
prosecutes at |east 50% of its ordinance violationsin a court of record may receive 3% of court fees. If the
caseisfiledinacity or town court, 20% of the court fee would be deposited in the county general fund and
25% would be deposited in the city or town general fund.(2) A $3 fee would be assessed, and if collected
would be deposited into the county law enforcement continuing education fund. (3) A $2 jury feeisassessed,
and if collected, would be deposited into the county user fee fund to supplement the compensation of jury
members.
