, has had the same under consideration and begs leave to report

the same back to the House with the recommendation that said bill be amended as follows:
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Delete the title and insert the following:
A BILL FOR AN ACT to amend the Indiana Code concerning
insurance, public libraries, and fireworks.
Delete everything after the enacting clause and insert thefollowing:
SECTION 1. 1C 20-14-1-8 ISADDED TO THE INDIANA CODE
ASANEW SECTION TOREAD ASFOLLOWS[EFFECTIVEJULY
1, 2000]: Sec. 8. A township trustee of atownship that isnot served
by apubliclibrary may pay thecost of alibrary card at the near est
library for aresident of thetownship upon request of theresident.
SECTION 2. IC 22-11-14-4 IS AMENDED TO READ AS
FOLLOWS [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2000]: Sec. 4. (8) Nothing in this
chapter shall be construed to prohibit:
(1) any resident whol esal er, manufacturer, importer, or distributor
from selling:
(A) at wholesale fireworks not prohibited by this chapter; ef
(B) fireworks not approved for salein Indianaif they areto be
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shipped directly out of state within five (5) days of the date of
sale or
(C) common fireworksto a person who is at least sixteen
(16) yearsof age.
(2) the use of fireworks by railroads or other transportation
agenciesfor signal purposes or illumination;

(B) signal or ceremonial purposesin athletics or sports; or
(C) use by military organizations,
(4) theintrastate sal e of fireworksnot approved for salein Indiana
between interstate wholesalers;
(5) the possession, sale, or disposal of fireworks, incidental to the
public display of Class B fireworks, by wholesalers or other
persons who possess a permit to possess, store, and sell Class B
explosives from the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms,
United States Department of the Treasury; or
(6) the use of indoor pyrotechnics special effects materia before
an indoor or outdoor proximate audience.

(b) For the purposes of thissection, aresident wholesaler, importer,
or distributor, is a person who:

(1) isaresident of Indiang;

(2) possesses for resale common fireworks approved or not
approved for salein Indiang;

(3) is engaged in the interstate sale of common fireworks
described in subdivision (2) as an essential part of abusinessthat
is located in a permanent structure and is open at least six (6)
months each year;

(4) sells common fireworks described in subdivision (2) only to
purchasers who provide a written and signed assurance that the
fireworks are to be shipped out of Indianawithin five (5) days of
the date of sale; and

(5) has possession of a certificate of compliance issued by the
state fire marshal under section 5 of this chapter.

(c) A purchaser may not provide awritten and signed assurance that
the fireworks purchased are to be shipped out of Indiana and then sell
or use them in Indiana.

contract that isentered into after June 30, 2000, isvoid as against
public policy.

(b) Sections 1 through 26 of this chapter apply only to viatical
settlement contracts entered into before July 1, 2000.
