foundation, the office of the state fire marshal, or the office of the state
building commissioner.

A BILL FOR AN ACT to amend the Indiana Code concerning state
administration.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Sate of Indiana:

bank card, debit card, chargecard, prepaid card, or other similar
device used for payment.

(b) In addition to other methodsof payment allowed by law, the
department may accept payment by credit card for certifications,
licenses, and fees, and other amounts payableto the following:

(1) The department.

(2) The state emergency management agency.

(3) The public safety institute.

(4) Thefire prevention and building safety commission.

(5) Theregulated amusement device safety board.

(6) Theboiler and pressure vessel rules board.

(7) The emergency management, fire and building services,
and public safety training foundation.

(8) Theoffice of the state fire marshal.
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(9) The office of the state building commissioner.

(c) Thedepartment may enter intoappropriateagr eementswith
banksor other organizationsauthorized to do businessin Indiana
to enable the department to accept payment by credit card.

(d) Thedepartment may recognize net amountsremitted by the
bank or other organization as payment in full of amounts duethe
department.

(e) Thedepartment may pay any applicable credit card service
chargeor fee.
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
