Synopsis:  Local government. Changes the time when county elected
officials of certain counties begin their terms of office to eliminate a
year or more delay between the date of the election for the office and
the date the individual takes office. Provides that an individual who has
been elected to a county office at least two times but who does not
serve eight full years because the individual's term of office has been
cut short to make the terms of office uniform is entitled to vested status
in the public employees' retirement fund and maintains other benefits
to which the individual would otherwise be entitled only if the
individual were serving eight years in office. Allows the county fiscal
body to reduce the compensation of a county assessor, an elected
township assessor, or a trustee assessor who does not obtain a required
assessor-appraiser certification, in an amount proportional to the
assessor's real property assessment duties. Provides that a trustee
assessor who does not comply with the assessor-appraiser certification
requirements relinquishes all duties relating to real property assessment
to the county assessor until the trustee assessor complies with the
certification requirements.

A BILL FOR AN ACT to amend the Indiana Code concerning local

government.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Indiana:

1 SECTION 1. IC 5-10.2-1-8 IS AMENDED TO READ AS

2 FOLLOWS [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2005]: Sec. 8. (a) Except as

3 provided in subsection (b), "vested status" as used in this article means

4 the status of having ten (10) years of creditable service.

5 (b) In the case of a person who is an elected county official whose

6 governing body has provided for the county official's participation in

7 the public employees' retirement fund under IC 5-10.3-7-2(1), "vested

8 status" means the status of having:

9 (1) at least eight (8) years of creditable service as an elected

10 county official in an office described in IC 5-10.2-4-1.7; or

11 (2) been elected at least two (2) times if the person would have

12 had at least eight (8) years of creditable service as an elected

13 county official in an office described in IC 5-10.2-4-1.7 had the

14 person's term of office not been shortened under a statute

15 enacted under Article 6, Section 2(b) of the Constitution of the

16 State of Indiana; or

17 (2) (3) at least ten (10) years of creditable service as a member of
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1 the fund based on a combination of service as an elected county

2 official and as a full-time employee in a covered position.

3 (c) In the case of a person whose term of office commences after the

4 election on November 5, 2002, as Auditor of State, Secretary of State,

5 or Treasurer of State, and who is prohibited by Article 6, Section 1 of

6 the Constitution of the State of Indiana from serving in that office for

7 more than eight (8) years during any period of twelve (12) years, that

8 person shall be vested with at least eight (8) years of creditable service

9 as a member of the fund.

10 SECTION 2. IC 5-10.2-4-1.7 IS AMENDED TO READ AS

11 FOLLOWS [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2005]: Sec. 1.7. (a) This section

12 applies only to members of the public employees' retirement fund who

13 retire after June 30, 2002.

14 (b) A member is eligible for normal retirement after becoming

15 sixty-five (65) years of age if the member:

16 (1) has:

17 (A) served as an elected county official in an office described

18 in Article 6, Section 2 of the Constitution of the State of

19 Indiana for at least eight (8) years; or

20 (B) been elected at least two (2) times and would have

21 served at least eight (8) years as an elected county official

22 in an office described in Article 6, Section 2 of the

23 Constitution of the State of Indiana had the member's term

24 of office not been shortened under a statute enacted under

25 Article 6, Section 2(b) of the Constitution of the State of

26 Indiana; and

27 (2) is prohibited by Article 6, Section 2 of the Constitution of the

28 State of Indiana from serving in that office for more than eight (8)

29 years in any period of twelve (12) years.

30 (c) A member who:

31 (1) has served as an elected county official; and

32 (2) does not meet the requirements of subsection (b);

33 is eligible for normal retirement if the member has attained vested

34 status (as defined in IC 5-10.2-1-8(b)(2)) IC 5-10.2-1-8(b)(3)) and

35 meets the requirements of section 1 of this chapter.

36 SECTION 3. IC 6-1.1-1-1.5 IS AMENDED TO READ AS

2 county assessor. However, in a county with an elected township

3 assessor under IC 36-6-5-1 in every township, the county assessor does

4 not review an appropriation under this section, and only the fiscal body

5 must approve an appropriation under this section.

38 valued in the manner provided by law.

39 (f) If the department orders a state conducted reassessment in a

40 county, the department shall assume the duties of the county's

41 reassessment officials. Notwithstanding sections 15 and 17 of this

42 chapter, a reassessment official in a county subject to an order issued

1 under this section may not assess property or have property assessed

2 for the general reassessment. Until the state conducted reassessment is

3 completed under this section, the reassessment duties of a reassessment

4 official in the county are limited to providing the department or a

5 contractor of the department the support and information requested by

6 the department or the contractor.

7 (g) Before assuming the duties of a county's reassessment officials,

8 the department shall transmit a copy of the department's order requiring

9 a state conducted reassessment to the county's reassessment officials,

10 the county fiscal body, the county auditor, and the county treasurer.

11 Notice of the department's actions must be published one (1) time in a

12 newspaper of general circulation published in the county. If no

13 newspaper is published in the county, the notice shall be published

14 in a newspaper:

39 a professional appraising firm to conduct the county's reassessment

40 before the department orders a state conducted reassessment in the

41 county under this section, the contract:

42 (1) is as valid as if it had been entered into by the department; and
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1 (2) shall be treated as the contract of the department.

2 (j) After receiving the report of assessed values from the appraisal

3 firm acting under a contract described in subsection (i), the department

4 shall give notice to the taxpayer and the county assessor, by mail, of the

5 amount of the reassessment. The notice of reassessment:

6 (1) is subject to appeal by the taxpayer under section 37 of this

7 chapter; and

8 (2) must include a statement of the taxpayer's rights under section

9 37 of this chapter.

10 (k) The department shall forward a bill for services provided under

11 a contract described in subsection (i) to the auditor of the county in

15 the cost of a contract described in subsection (i), without appropriation,

19 payment under this subsection for work performed under a contract if

32 (C) the department's certification that the billed goods and

33 services have been received and comply with the contract.

35 (2) shall be treated as conclusively resolving the merits of a contractor's

36 claim. Upon receipt of the documentation described in subdivision (3),

37 the county auditor shall immediately certify that the bill is true and

38 correct without further audit, publish the claim as required by

39 IC 36-2-6-3, and submit the claim to the county executive. The county

40 executive shall allow the claim, in full, as approved by the department,

41 without further examination of the merits of the claim in a regular or

42 special session that is held not less than three (3) days and not more
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1 than seven (7) days after the completion of the publication

2 requirements under IC 36-2-6-3. Upon allowance of the claim by the

3 county executive, the county auditor shall immediately issue a warrant

4 or check for the full amount of the claim approved by the department.

26 subject to an order issued under this section to the extent that the

27 department or the contractor finds that the land values reflect the true

28 tax value of land, as determined under this article and the rules of the

29 department. If the department or the contractor finds that the land

30 values determined for the county under section 13.6 of this chapter do

31 not reflect the true tax value of land, the department or the contractor

32 shall determine land values for the county that reflect the true tax value

33 of land, as determined under this article and the rules of the

34 department. Land values determined under this subsection shall be

35 used to the same extent as if the land values had been determined under

2 (D) issue a warrant or check for payment of the contractor's

3 bill;

4 as required by subsection (l) at the county auditor's first legal

5 opportunity to do so;

6 (2) a county executive fails to allow the contractor's claim as

7 legally required by subsection (l) at the county executive's first

8 legal opportunity to do so; or

9 (3) a person or an entity authorized to act on behalf of the county

10 takes or fails to take an action, including failure to request an

11 appropriation, and that action or failure to act delays or halts

12 progress under this section for payment of the contractor's bill.

13 (q) The department, upon receiving notice under subsection (p)

14 from a contractor of the department, shall:

15 (1) verify the accuracy of the contractor's assertion in the notice

16 that:

17 (A) a failure occurred as described in subsection (p)(1) or

18 (p)(2); or

19 (B) a person or an entity acted or failed to act as described in

20 subsection (p)(3); and

21 (2) provide to the treasurer of state the department's approval

22 under subsection (l)(2)(A) of the contractor's bill with respect to

23 which the contractor gave notice under subsection (p).

24 (r) Upon receipt of the department's approval of a contractor's bill

25 under subsection (q), the treasurer of state shall pay the contractor the

26 amount of the bill approved by the department from money in the

27 possession of the state that would otherwise be available for

28 distribution to the county, including distributions from the property tax

29 replacement fund or distribution of admissions taxes or wagering taxes.

30 (s) The treasurer of state shall withhold from the money that would

31 be distributed under IC 4-33-12-6, IC 4-33-13-5, IC 6-1.1-21-4(b) or

32 any other law to a county described in a notice provided under

33 subsection (p) the amount of a payment made by the treasurer of state

34 to the contractor of the department under subsection (r). Money shall

35 be withheld first from the money payable to the county under

36 IC 6-1.1-21-4(b) and then from all other sources payable to the county.

37 (t) Compliance with subsections (p) through (s) constitutes

38 compliance with IC 5-11-10.

39 (u) IC 5-11-10-1.6(d) applies to the treasurer of state with respect

40 to the payment made in compliance with subsections (p) through (s).

20 with the data export and transmission requirements in a standard

21 format prescribed by the department of local government finance. The

22 certified system must be maintained in a manner that ensures prompt

23 and accurate transfer of data to the department.

24 (d) All standardized property forms and notices on the certified

25 computer system shall be maintained by the township assessor and the

26 county assessor in an accessible location and in a format that is easily

27 understandable for use by persons of the county.

15 relinquishes all duties relating to real property assessment to the

16 county assessor until the trustee assessor complies with subsection

17 (b).

18 (e) Not later than six (6) months after taking office, a trustee

19 assessor must notify the county assessor in writing concerning

20 whether the trustee assessor intends to comply with subsection (b).

21 A trustee assessor who notifies the county assessor that the trustee

22 assessor does not intend to comply with subsection (b) relinquishes

23 all duties relating to real property assessment to the county

24 assessor until the trustee assessor complies with subsection (b).

25 SECTION 13. IC 6-1.1-35.2-1 IS AMENDED TO READ AS

26 FOLLOWS [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2005]: Sec. 1. The department of

27 local government finance shall provide training to the members of the

28 county property tax assessment boards of appeals, and the county and

29 township and trustee assessors (referred to in this chapter as assessing

30 officials) as provided in this chapter.
