I move that House Bill 1798 be amended to read as follows:
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Delete the title and insert the following:

A BILL FOR AN ACT to amend the Indiana Code concerning
motor vehicles and to make an appropriation.

Page 1, line 8, delete "parochial" and insert "private".

Page 1, line 12, strike "parochial” and insert "private".

Page 1, line 14, strike "parochial" and insert "private".

Page 2, after line 4, begin a new paragraph and insert:

"SECTION 2. IC 20-9.1-7-1.5 IS ADDED TO THE INDIANA
CODE AS A NEW SECTION TO READ AS FOLLOWS
[EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2005]: Sec. 1.5. (a) Each school year, the
state shall pay an amount determined under subsection (b) or (¢)
to each school corporation that provides transportation under
section 1 of this chapter to a school child who attends a private
school.

(b) This subsection applies in the first school year in which a
school child who attends a private school is transported to and
from the private school under section 1 of this chapter. The amount
the state must pay under subsection (a) for the school year equals
the product of:

(1) the sum of:
(A) fifty dollars ($50) for the first student transported; plus
(B) five dollars ($5) for each additional student
transported; multiplied by
(2) the number of school days in the school year.
(¢) This subsection applies in the second and subsequent school
