SENATE BILL No. 202

A BILL FOR AN ACT concerning education finance.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Indiana:

1 SECTION 1. [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2005] The trustees of Indiana

2 University may issue and sell bonds under IC 20-12-8, subject to

3 the approvals required by IC 20-12-5.5, to provide funds for the

4 acquisition, renovation, expansion, and improvement of the hotel

5 facility (including all functionally related and subordinate

6 components of the hotel facility) adjacent to the Indiana University

7 Conference Center on the Indianapolis campus and may undertake

8 the project if the total costs financed by the bond issue, excluding

9 amounts necessary to provide money for debt service reserves,

10 credit enhancement, or other costs incidental to the issuance of the

11 bonds, do not exceed thirty million dollars ($30,000,000).
