SENATE MOTION

MADAM PRESIDENT:

I move that Engrossed House Bill 1001 be amended to read as follows:
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Page 83, delete lines 18 through 49, begin a new line and insert:
"FULL DAY KINDERGARTEN
Total Operating Expense 57,500,000 103,500,000
The above appropriations shall be expended to implement full day
kindergarten programs on the following schedule:
(1) Beginning with the 2007-2008 school year, each
elementary school building that is in the top one-third (1/3) of
all elementary school buildings in Indiana in the ratio of
students who are eligible to receive a free or reduced price
lunch under the National School Lunch Program may offer a
full day program to all kindergarten students.
(2) Beginning with the 2008-2009 school year, each
elementary school building that is in the top two-thirds (2/3)
of all elementary school buildings in Indiana in the ratio of
students who are eligible to receive a free or reduced price
lunch under the National School Lunch Program may offer a
full day program to all kindergarten students.
(3) Beginning with the 2009-2010 school year, each
elementary school building shall offer a full day program to
all kindergarten students.
The above appropriations may not be used to provide full day
kindergarten in charter schools.
To provide full day kindergarten programs, a school corporation
that determines there is inadequate space to offer a program in the
school corporation's existing facilities may offer the program in
any suitable space located within the geographic boundaries of the
school corporation.
A full day kindergarten program offered by a school corporation
must meet the academic standards and other requirements of
IC 20.
For purposes of the above appropriation, ""elementary school" has
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the meaning set forth in IC 20-18-2-4, and "public school" has the
meaning set forth in IC 20-18-2-15.".
