The chairman of the board shall require uni-
formly of all personsattending the board-approved basic
training course, a minimum of eighty percent (80%) on
all written examinations and a passing score on the
externship administered on a pass/fail basis. Failure to
attain a passing score on all written examinations and on
the externship shall constitute afailure of the course. A
personfailingto achieve apassing score may apply tothe
chairman, or the chairman’s designee, to retake any
examination or externship previoudly failed, but arequest
for a retake of an examination by a person aready
employed asadeputy coroner will not be accepted unless
endorsed by the coroner employing the deputy coroner.
