Sec. 2. (a) All persons so representing plaintiffs or defendants as
provided by section 1 of this chapter shall first register their names
with the worker's compensation board in amanner prescribed by the
board and shall, before proceeding to represent either plaintiffs or
defendantsbeforethe board, berequiredtotake oathinwriting either
before the board or amember thereof that the personis qualified as
provided by section 1 of this chapter.

(b) Thewritten oath shall berecorded in the permanent records of
the worker's compensation board, and the board or any member
thereof shall prohibit any person from so representing plaintiffs or
defendants until the person has complied with this chapter.
