(A) refusingto postpae the hearing upon sufficientcause
shown;
(B) refusingto hea evidencematerial anl pertinentto the
contro\ersy, or
(C) ary othe misbehavior by which the rights of any party
wereprejudiced.
(3) The abitrator exceead the arlitrators powes, or so
impefedly executed themtha a mutud, final, and definite
awardonthesubjectmatter sumitted was rot made.
