are awailable inthecommunity. Theordinarce may alsoprovide for
the apointment d advisory menbers that the legslative baly
consicers apropriate.

(c) The ordinance may:

(1) designate a officer or enployee d the unit to act as
administrator;

(2) permit thecommissionto agpaint anadministrator whoshdl
sene without conpens#éon except reasonble expenss
incurredin the performanceof theadninistrators ddies; or
(3) provide that thecommissionactwithout theserices d an
administrator.

(d)Members dthecommissionshall seve withoutconmpensgion
except for reasmnable expensesincurredin the peformance of their
duties.

(e) The conmissionshall éect from its nembershipachairman
andvice chairman, who shdl serve for ore (1) year ad may be
reelected.

(f) The cormissionshall aloptrules ©nsistenwith thischapter
for the transaction of its business. The rules mug include the time
and place of regular neeting ard aprocedire fa the calling of
spedal medings. All medings of the commission mug be @en to
the pblic, and a public record of the conmissions resdutions,
proceelings, and actions must be kept. If the commission has an
administrator, the administrator shall act as the commission's



secrefary, otherwise, the commission shdl eect aseaetary from its
membership

(g) Thecommissionshdl hold regular medings atleast monthly,
except when it has no business pending.
