Indiana public libraries employed librarians and staff for a total of 4,475.59 FTE (1 Full Time Equivalent (FTE) = 40 hours) in 2010, a 5.15% decrease from 2009.   There was a 2.69% decrease in the FTEs worked by librarians (1,437.39), and a 6.45% decrease in the FTEs worked by other staff (3,038.36).  Libraries were dealing with reduced funds due to circuit breaker caps on property tax, reduced assessed valuations due to foreclosures and business failures, and reduced income tax due to loss of jobs.  Increased expenditures included higher insurance premiums, cost of electronic materials and databases, higher minimum wage and other increased expenses.
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The following two pie charts, for 2009 and 2010, illustrate the changes in percentages of librarians and other staff.  In 2009, librarian FTEs were 31.3% of the total staffing FTE, other staff 68.7%, in 2010 librarian FTEs were 32.12%, other staff 67.89% of the total.
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
