Barton Rees Pogue Memorial Library
eReader Lending Policy

	The Barton Rees Pogue Memorial Library owns Kindle Fire eReaders that are available for our library patrons. These devices are already loaded with a variety of titles. In order to check out an eReader, patrons must be 18 years of age or older, have a library card that is in good standing (no more than $5.00 in outstanding fines or fees), and must sign a copy of the eReader agreement form. Ereaders must be picked up and returned ONLY at the circulation desk. A minimum fine of $25.00 WILL be added to the account of any patron who leaves the eReader in the book drop or leaves the device unattended on the counter. Patrons must wait while a staff member checks the eReader to make sure it is functional and that all parts are accounted for. This process may take up to five minutes, so please be patient.
· It is the borrower’s full responsibility for all costs associated with damage to the Kindle Fire or its associated peripheral equipment during the period it is on loan or its replacement costs should it be lost, stolen, or damaged in any way.
· Under no circumstances should a borrower leave the Kindle unattended. The library will not be responsible for a lost or stolen device that has been left unattended before it is checked in.
· Each device may be checked out for a three week time period and is nonrenewable. 
· Only one device may be checked out per family at a time.
· Patrons may not download anything onto the eReader. However, a patron may request that a staff member download up to three titles from Overdrive if desired. 
· Borrowers may not delete or copy any existing e-books loaded on a Kindle reader.
· If patrons experience problems with Kindle hardware or applications or have questions, they should ask a staff member for assistance. 
· If all Kindles are checked out, a patron may place his or her name and contact information on a Kindle waiting list.
