Document of the month:  Brevier Legislative Reports…
“Resolved,  That the Door-keeper be directed to contract with A.E. Drapier & Son, for six hundred copies of “Brevier Legislative Reports”, of the proceedings and debates of the present General Assembly, after the style of their reports in the ‘Legislative Sentinel”-said reports to be made up from columns of some daily newspaper printed in the town of Indianapolis…”
The Brevier Legislative Reports were published 1858-1887 and provided a verbatim account of the legislative history of the Indiana General Assembly for this time.  This is the only time a legislatively appointed stenographer recorded and published debates and discussions of the Indiana General Assembly.  Currently, there is no way to get a verbatim account of the Indiana General Assembly;  the House and Senate Journals only provide procedural documentation of legislation that may contain some debates.  This unique document contains debates and speeches from the floor of both chambers; vetoes and messages from the Governor; and finally a detailed record of each bill introduced in the House and Senate.   This resource offers a rich history of Indiana legislation.
