Some institutions have participated in the Indi-
ana State Library’s Read to Me program for a 
number of years or are involved in comparable 
programs.  The Indiana State Library is work-
ing to offer this program to more facilities and 
more offenders.  
 
Read to Me is a program designed to maintain 
the bond between incarcerated parents and 
their children through reading. Offenders read 
a children’s book that is recorded on a cas-
sette tape and sent to the child along with a 
copy of the book. It’s a simple concept, with 
great effect. Inside Outside Dads and Words 
Travel are some of the other programs that 

successfully incorporate this same model.  
 
Some facilities are choosing to add Read to Me 
as a reward for good behavior; some use it as a 
first step in a tiered program of rewards with 
programs funded from their fatherhood grants 
as a “second tier”.

The service allows libraries to send and re-
ceive interlibrary loan materials. The State Li-
brary continues to provide state funds to sub-
sidize the cost of one delivery per week, per 
library district. The standard fee for one stop 
per week is $75 annually.

The State Library has partnered with 
WebJunction to bring the global online com-
munity to Indiana librarians. Hoosier library

One problem faced by supervisors of correctional 
and other facility libraries is a sense of profes-
sional isolation. The Librarian is frequently the 
only library staff. Not being part of a large library 
we miss the opportunities to share ideas and 
training in person or at other nearby libraries. 
 
One answer to this problem is the INpublib 
listserv, which is an open forum for public librari-
ans.  Just reading through the topics of discus-
sion can provide a “lone” librarian a window on 
the larger library scene, including issues which 
affect libraries everywhere. 
 
The Librarians trade advice on online reference 
and information sites, and publications.  There is 
also practical suggestions for small libraries try-
ing to do more with less money and materials.   
 
As noted at Indiana State Library workshops, the 
forum is a place where librarians announce that 
they are discarding (for example) a large number 
of cassette tape cases, or a 2005 Writers Market 
volume, and other reference materials.  It goes to 

the first one to reply and often is claimed 
within an hour. Those with the ILL service can 
usually get it sent via Info Express. 
 
Twice in the last 2 years I made known Cor-
rectional Industrial Facility’s shortage of popu-
lar fiction paperbacks to be used solely in the 
Administration Housing unit.  Both times, I re-
ceived donations of books not needed by a 
public library still in good shape, and in all the 
“hot” genres. 
 
Institutional Librarians can also contribute to 
the discussion.  We can give our unique view-
points on the issues. As a result of a comment 
I submitted, I was asked to be on the Librari-
ans’ Taskforce on librarian certification in Indi-
ana.  The committee has provided input to the 
State Library staff working on this issue.
