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Biographical Note:

The Studebaker family originally built wheelbarrows, buggies and wagons with the latter becoming the famous Conestoga wagon. Several brothers became blacksmiths and wagon builders settling in South Bend, Indiana. The Studebaker brothers built wagons for the Union army during the Civil War. In 1902, the Studebaker family began building electric cars. In 1904, they switched to gas-powered automobiles. During WWI, they built many of the vehicles used in the war including ambulances, wagons, trucks, and other vehicles. They became even better known for their sturdy and rugged vehicles.
