George Harvey Petty was born to Frank M. and Maggie Jane Edwards Petty on October 23, 1904 in
Hendricks County. He had a brother, James. He was graduated from the Washington Township School

of Henricks County in 1918 and served an apprenticeship with the Caldwell Printery in Indianapolis,
Indiana. He began his career with the Typographic Service Company, aso in Indianapolis, in 1927 and he
continued there for 17 years. He married Mildred |. Blacketor on September 19, 1931 and they had one
son, Donald. He moved to Colorado, then returned to Indianapolis, working with the Weimer Typesetting
Company, interested in typography and calligraphy. He was the director of the Design Department at
Rogers Typesetting Company. He won the top honor award at the Chicago Book Clinic in 1959. He lived
in Franklin, Indianain 1979.
