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Biographical Note:

George W. Roberts was born on March 3, 1834 in Williamsburg, Indiana. As a local
plasterer, he married Orisa A. Stetson on September 21, 1854. On August 3, 1862,
Roberts enlisted in Company E, Indiana 69™ Infantry Regiment. He was promoted to
Full Sergeant and mustered out on July 5, 1865 in Mobile, Alabama. Roberts and Orisa
had three children, Alice, William, and Eva. Orisa passed away on October 30, 1894
and Roberts later married Mary E. Ball on September 6, 1902.

Roberts was an avid member of the Grand Army of the Republic. He died on March 10,
1913 in Richmond, Indiana.
