Indiana public libraries employed librarians and staff for a total of 4,572.82 FTE (1 Full Time Equivalent FTE = 40 hours) in 2008, a 2.95% decrease from 2007.   There was a 3.53% increase in the FTE worked by librarians (1,438.38), probably due in part to a change in classification of staff due to the changes in the certification rules in 2008, and a 5.53% decrease in the FTEs worked by other staff (3,142.84), probably due both to changes in classification and to fewer overall staff.
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The following two pie charts, for 2007 and 2008, illustrate the changes in percentages of librarians and other staff.  In 2007, librarian FTEs were 29% of the total staffing FTE, other staff 71%, in 2008 librarian FTEs were 31%, other staff 69% of the total. .[image: image2.emf]2007
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
