Case Summary: The Committee received a complaint against the Respondent on May 24, 2011 and an amended complaint on September 2, 2011 which stated that the Respondent had treated 35 patients multiple times prior to the patients being seen by her supervising PT supervisor and after her supervisor discontinued the supervision relationship. On August 1, 2012, the Committee suspended the Respondent’s certification.  Stipulations for lifting the suspension included: pay a fine of $1,000.00 per patient (totaling $35,000.00), certify in writing that she has read the statutes and rules regulating the PT profession in Indiana, submit a signed copy of the APTA’s “Guide of Conduct for the PTA” and “The Standards of Ethical Conduct for the PTA”, and submit proof of completion of a course on ethics for a PTA offered by the APTA.

Resolution: After hearing testimony and reviewing the information in the file a motion was made and seconded to lift the suspension and to reinstate the certification on indefinite probation for not less than one year.  Terms of probation shall include, in addition to keeping the Committee abreast of her residential address and telephone number, email, and work address and telephone number, she shall be required to have her PT employer/supervisor to submit reports due two weeks prior to the meeting on letterhead (if she is not working in the PT field she shall submit personal reports), personal appearances at every meeting during her probationary period, submit a signed copy of her probationary order within ten (10) days of the date of the final order, and she is prohibited from working in home health during the probationary period.

VI.
DISCUSSION ITEMS 
A. Probation Report by Megan Certo: with the exception of the following all probationers are in compliance with their probationary orders: 
a. Ronald Cole: submitted a very thorough report in November which indicates that he is minimally compliant.  The report also indicated that he had worked in Indiana without monitoring by the Kentucky Board.  The Committee has directed the staff to send him a letter asking for the signed order by his current employer in addition to supervisor’s quarterly reports.  
b. Elizabeth Crabtree: We received a signed order from an employer, however she never informed the Committee that she was working, nor has she submitted her first quarterly employer report.  The Committee has directed the staff to send her a letter notifying her that she must notify us of changes in employment, submit quarterly reports, and submit the back report that should have been submitted prior to this meeting.  
c. Patricia Mowbrey: No mention of onsite supervision in her reports.  It appears that she is not being supervised and her letters are not on official letterhead.  The Committee has directed the staff to send her a letter reminding her that her supervisor must submit letters on letterhead, addressing her 50% supervision in addition to any other issues they are already addressing.  Additionally she submitted proof of having completed two (2) hours of coding and compliance and her order required three (3) hours, she needs to complete another hour of coding and compliance to be in compliance with her order.  
d. Ruth Cenova-Wothring: did not submit her quarterly report, even though she has requested to terminate her probation and will have a hearing at the August meeting, the Committee has directed to staff to send her a letter requesting the missing report.

D. Continuing Competency: 
The Committee reviewed a list of 22 questions that have been submitted to INAPTA and the Chair regarding the continuing competency rules.  The Committee reviewed each question and the INAPTA will publish the questions and answers on their website.  Overall, the Committee will review special requests on a case by case basis because they will not be approving individual programs, however if the licensee has a specific question they can forward that to the Committee, and they will take it under consideration if the project or program directly relates to the management and/or practice of physical therapy. 
E. Direct Access and Legislation: 
HB 1034 passed the legislation with amendments.  Direct access was granted for 24 days, does not include spinal manipulation and sharp debridement.  The bill did define spinal manipulation and sharp debridement, and these two modalities still require a doctor’s referral.  

F. Delegate to the 2013 Annual Meeting of FSBPT: 
A motion was made and seconded to send Debbie Reed as Delegate and Megan Certo as the Alternate Delegate for the annual meeting of FSBPT in San Antonio, TX October 10-12, 2013.
