Send letter for personal appearance for the next meeting and remind her that supervisor letter must be received in advance of the meeting and must be on letterhead and address supervision.   

B. Direct Access Rule:  The Committee looked at the direct access statute and have begun  the process of writing the rule.  
C. Meeting dates:  Debbie Reed will not be able to attend the November 2013 meeting; all other members must be present to insure a quorum.
